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The last event of the year was Creemore Mocks Film Fest. It was held 
on 2007 for the first time to a sold out house. This year the tickets, 
including a limited number of reserve seats, were sold on the first day. 
A decision was made to provide an outdoor facility to enable more 
people to participate in a very entertaining evening. The number of 
entrants and the quality of the productions continues to improve.  We 
even have our own Oscar equivalent. Creemore Springs Brewery 
continues to be a strong supporter and partner. However the event 
would not be possible without the commitment of many members of 
Purple Hills. It has become a fund raiser for the Society.

The annual report includes a list Grants made during the year. The 
Mad & Noisy Gallery has applied for assistance to fund in part a 
Children’s Art Program. Their application has been approved in 
principle. However, we wish to see a larger number of children 
benefiting from the program. We have established a Committee to 
review the Grant Application Process and determine whether or not 
we are in touch with the various groups in the community who could 
benefit from our support.

We have participated in the Annual Santa Claus parade for many 
years. The Lions Club has disbanded and the responsibility for the 
parade has been assumed by the Legion. We have offered our support 
both financially and as a participant. Other than attending one 
meeting, we have not heard from the organizers.

In summary, I believe 2008 has been a successful year. We have 
continued to build upon the foundation established by previous 
Boards. Purple Hills is well positioned to continue assisting the Arts 
and Heritage Community in the years to come.
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
